The BOSU Bursary is aimed at Ophthalmologists in Training who are looking to develop their research skills through a national epidemiological study of a rare eye disease, condition or event.
This bursary is designed to support the development of research skills. The award will be judged upon the quality of the written application, the suitability of the topic for surveillance and its likely impact upon ophthalmic practice along with the potential for the applicant to develop research skills and experience.
Please return this form along with a brief CV detailing your research experience along with a BOSU phase 1 application by Friday August 23rd 2024 at 12 noon. 

Your supporting phase 1 application should be no more than 800 words long and should include the sections detailed below. The BOSU is principally an epidemiological system. Studies should ideally be aiming to identify all cases of a given condition to provide population incidence rates and unbiased clinical details. Ideally, applications should include the following information:

Background

Briefly describe the condition, why it is of public health or scientific importance, what is the problem you are trying to address, why it is suitable for surveillance and the expected benefits of the study (approx. 250- 300 words).
Research Questions/Surveillance Objectives 
Clearly state, in bullet format, the specific research questions that will be answered by this study. Please remember that these questions must be answered using the BOSU surveillance system. This will not allow any direct contact with patients, collection of any patient samples or the use of additional investigations, all clinical information that you will eventually seek must be routinely available through the patient notes. Any comparison or control group to investigate risk factors must be collected independently. Surveillance study projects usually address the following subject matter:
· Incidence
· Patient demographics

· Clinical presentation

· Clinical management
· Outcome (at 6 or 12 months)
· Other

Case Definition

Please give careful thought to providing a precise and practical definition (based on symptoms/signs/investigations) that ophthalmologists will be able to both understand and interpret in a clinical setting. This will be able to be amended during the development of the study.
Expected Numbers

More than 300 cases a year would normally be considered too high a number for a BOSU study. Please supply an estimate of the number of cases expected each year.  If you intend to calculate a yearly incidence rate, please state the source of the denominator. Provide references for your estimates if possible.

For the bursary a study of between 70-150 new cases is considered preferable, whilst other conditions will not be excluded, we do believe that this provides a balance between a manageable workload and sufficient sample size to develop statistical and other research skills.
